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ABSTRACT: This document provides information and instructions for preparing a manuscript for ERAC2019 on author-prepared A4 size paper (210 ( 297 mm). Follow the specifications in this document to determine the layout of your pages. If you follow the instructions included here, the typeface style (Times Roman font), the font size (10 points) and basic layout of your paper should look like this document. Those using 8-1/2 ( 11 in. paper (U.S. letter size) must respect the top and left hand margins and make all measurement from top to bottom and left to right. Font size of the text should be 10 points, and text must be typed single-spaced (10 points), two columns a page. Begin your page 30 mm from the top of the page, and subsequent pages start 30 mm from the top. Both right and left margins are 20 mm, and bottom margin is 25 mm for A4 size paper. The space between the two columns is 10 mm (column width is 80 mm). The ABSTRACT heading should be 10 pt. boldface in all capitals; it should be in a Times Roman typeface. It should be flush left with the left margin. The preferred spacing to the next heading is two (2) line space.

1. PAPER LENGTH

     Author-prepared paper length must be between 4 and 6 pages including figures and tables.

2. PAPER TITLE AND AUTHOR(S)

     The title of your paper and the author(s) should be included in the space. Paper title and author name(s) are typed centered.

     The title should be 14 pt. boldface in all capital letters; it should be in a Times typeface with 14 pt. line spacing. The title should be centered on the page, and all lines (including run-over lines of a long title) should be centered. One (1) line space separates the title from the first author.

     Author name should consist of first name, middle name, and last name. It should be 10 pt. boldface Times, upper and lower case letters (with 10 pt. of line spacing), centered under the title. Put a asterisk (*) at the rear of the corresponding author. Author affiliation should consist of the following as applicable and in the order noted:

 ( department or division name

 ( company or university name 

 ( street or P.O. box

 ( city, state, and ZIP Code

 ( country name

Professional titles should not be included. All author affiliation information should be 10 pt. Italic, upper and lower case letters (with 10 pt. line spacing, centered under the name. One (1) line space separates the first and subsequent authors.

3. ORGANIZATION OF PAPER

     Papers are organized in the following order: abstract, nomenclature, main body, acknowledgments, references, and appendices.

4. NOMENCLATURE

     The nomenclature list is in alphabetical order, followed by any Greek symbols. Subscripts and superscripts are listed last and are identified with headings. Symbols that can not be typed are written in black ink.

5. USE OF SI UNITS

     SI (Metric) units of measurement are to be used. When U.S. customary units are given preference, SI units should be also given in parentheses.

6. TEXT

     Type single space (10 pt.), two columns a page like this guide. The text should be 80 mm wide and justified on the right and left margins. The first line of each paragraph should be indented five spaces from the left margin. The text should be arranged in a two-column format.

7. MAJOR HEADING

     The major heading should be 10 pt. Times boldface in all capitals, flush left with the left margin. If the major heading should run to more than one line, the run-over text should also be flush left. One line of space is left above and below the major heading.

7.1 Sub Headings

     The next level of heading should be 10 pt. Times boldface, typed with the initial letter of each word capitalized. The heading is flush left with the left margin. One line of space is left above and below the subheading, and the text begins on the line below it.

     Sub-subheadings  The third level of heading should be indented five spaces, underlined, and followed by two spaces and text. A space is left above the sub-subheading. 

8. FOOTNOTE

     Footnotes should be numbered consecutively using superscript numbers. They should be positioned flush left at the bottom of the column in which the reference first appears. The text of the footnote should be 8 pt. Times (with 10 pt. line spacing), not to exceed 80 mm. The footnote should be preceded by a horizontal line. There should be one (1) line space between the horizontal line and the main text.

9. EQUATIONS

     Equations should be typed if possible. If handwritten, they must be carefully lettered using symbols approximately the same size as the typewritten characters. Equations written in pencil will not be accepted. Center each equation horizontally and allow one line of space above and below.

     Equation numbers should be Arabic numerals enclosed in parentheses which should be flush right in each column. They should be cited in the text as, for example, Eq. (11), or Eqs. (21)-(23).

10. FIGURES/PHOTOGRAPHS

     All figures, graphs and line drawings should be clear and sharp and of high quality (photocopies are not acceptable). Figures may be placed either at the end of the paper or within the text of the paper, immediately following the text reference of the figure. If figures are placed within the text of the paper, it is preferable to position them at the top or bottom of the paper. They should be referred to in the text as, for example, Fig. 10, or Figs. 11-14.

     All figures should be in place when your paper is submitted for publication.

     Photographs, like figures, should be placed directly on the page, either at the end of your paper or within the text of the paper. Photographs should be sized to accurately fit the page specifications. Do not provide slides or negatives separately.
Figures/photographs can be sized to fit the page dimension as follows:
   (1) 80 mm - to fit at the top of one column

   (2) 170 mm - to span two columns

   (3) 240 ( 157 mm - across the entire page top 

      to bottom (turned sideways).
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Fig. 1 Schematic of the test apparatus 
     All figures/photographs should be numbered consecutively and captioned. Place figure caption below the figure. The caption is a title or description of the figures/photographs and includes the figures/photographs number. The caption should followed the style, for example, ‘Fig. 1  Schematic diagram’. All numbers and text within the figure should be no smaller than 8 pt.

     There should be a minimum of one line space between figures/photographs and text.

11. TABLES 

     All tables should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals and captioned. The caption should followed the style, for example, ‘Table 1  Test conditions’. The body of the table should be no smaller than 8 pt. The use of boldface and italics is encouraged to make necessary distinctions within the table. 

     Tables should be positioned at the top or bottom of the page. As with all figures, all tables should be in place on the page when the final paper is submitted. There should be a minimum of one line spaces between tables and text. 

12. REFERENCES

     When referring to them in the text, type the reference number in brackets, e.g., [1]. Literature references should be grouped at the end of the paper in the order of citation. In the reference list, write all authors’ names.

     Style the reference list according to the following examples. Abbreviate journal titles according to standard forms (Note especially that article and chapter titles are included).
